Or, there is
also the ability to pay via e-check from a checking account. Students will also need their student ID nhumber.

3. Students will complete the following steps at Phoenix’s website:

= Open and view a list of available classes for seventh period registration. During registration, the actual classes
that are available may change due to some classes filling up early.
