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How Do | Enroll at Phoenix?

To enroll as a full-time student at Phoenix High School:

e Attend a New Student/Parent Orientation to obtain a registration appointment.

¢  You must make arrangements to officially withdraw from your previous home school.

e  You must be at least 16 years of age AND have attended at least one year of high school.

e  You must be in good standing with your current high school (i.e., you may not attend Phoenix if
you are currently serving a suspension).

e  Once enrolled at Phoenix you will not be permitted to re-enroll at your home school until either
August or January.

Congratulations to New students will need the following to register:

e A copy of student's school records (transcript, immunization, HVD, discipline records).

e  Proof of Gwinnett County residency (two forms required: a current utility bill and a lease
agreement, property tax bill, etc.).

e A withdrawal form from the last school attended (if withdrawn), or a letter of intent to withdraw

e Student Naya Dykes signed by a school counselor / administrator.

e Ifastudent is under 18 years of age, a parent or legal guardian must accompany the student.

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What Is Phoenix High School?

Phoenix High School is part of the Gwinnett County Public School System.
Classes meet four days per week with most Fridays off (some Fridays required).

Phoeni x offers

school setting.

e A flexible class schedule (school is open 8 AM to 8§ PM) allows students to balance attending school with work,

family care, etc.

e  Students must live in Gwinnett County and have their own transportation to and from Phoenix.
e  Phoenix has a four minisemester academic calendar (August - October, October - December, January - March and

March - May).

e  Students may enroll at Phoenix as a full-time student (free of charge for up to four classes) or as a 7th period student

($210 per class).

e Credit recovery courses are available for some classes if a student has previously failed a course.

e  Phoenix does not offer extracurricular clubs or activities so that students can focus completely on academics.
e Most classes have a low student teacher ratio.

e On-site day care available for children of parents attending classes (call for more information 770.513.6876).
